RPM General Membership Minutes

Monday, September 24, 2007

RPM General Membership Minutes for Monday, September 24, 2007

Mike Radford called the meeting to order at 6:32 pm. He thanked everyone for attending.  A thank you was also extended to the previous board members for their past leadership of RPM and service to the school. He gave a brief history of how RPM came into being and some of the activities/statistics from the past few years. Refer to the charts he briefed.

Attendees: There were 66 in attendance. See page four for the list of names.

Minutes: The June 18, 2007, meeting minutes were handed out and reviewed by those in attendance. Correction: Tennis money ($90,000) was obtained from King County. Kathy Thomas moved to approve the minutes as read. Wendy Murray seconded. MOTION CARRIED.
Treasurer’s Report: Sherri Brown reported that as of 8/31/07 there is $60,075.67 in the general account. However, all but $5,690 has already been allocated to specific groups. The large amounts are $5,000 senior graduation night and $5,000 to the weight room.  In addition, $6,000 was received from the NFL, which was designated for the weight room. Wendy Murray moved to approve the treasurer’s report as presented. Val Brunner seconded. MOTION CARRIED.

Keith Havda reported that a proposed budget for the 2007-08 will be presented at the October meeting. Keith presented a portion of the charts. Mike Radford stressed the fact that we need to do things by the book. Since RPM, as a 501 (c) 3 Non-Profit Organization is raising more money, additional documentation is required by the IRS and a different tax form (no longer the EZ form) will be required. Mike may call a meeting with the staff and teachers to go over these rules for those teams that use RPM’s banking. Action: Suzanne to put the RPM Constitution & Bylaws on the RPM website.

Membership Report: Karen Wylie reported that there are 189 parent members and 25 staff members.

Call to Action for Auction Committee:
Mike Radford asked for those present to consider participating in the auction committee. Several present gave reports about the success of last year’s auction. The auction is the largest RPM fund raiser. Mary Sue Robey and her team did a GREAT job last year. She is willing to help the committee this year. Please see her after the meeting if you’re interested in helping. The auction will be held Saturday, February 9th.

Concessions: Wendy Murray asked for help with concessions. The concession stand is open for every home game held in the gym. Wendy would like someone to shadow her to be able to take over next year. The busiest time is late November. Mike Grady mentioned the spring sports haven’t had concessions in a while; someone is missing out on possible income. Mike Radford gave kudos to Mike Grady as an outstanding Athletic Director.

Principal/Dr. Marshall report: Dr. Marshall reported that TJ has the highest enrollment ever. There are 2,011 enrolled and of that 625 are freshmen. He also reported on the WASL scores. Details below:

Dr. Marshal then introduced his staff. This year each staff member has an academic team.
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Wayne Brown, Assistant VP (2nd in Command) has the CTE (used to be vocational), World Languages, Fine Arts, and ASB. Two years ago they were $75,000 in the red. Today, they’re back in the black. He has discipline for students’ last names of H-0.

Forrest Griek, Dean of Students has curriculum, English, PE/Health, Social Studies, and Graduation Requirements (both district and state levels). He also takes care of Interventions (credit retrieval, 13 year plan, Math PAS, and Science PAS).

Sara Talbot, Assistant VP, has Discipline for students’ last names of A-G, Special Ed, Language Arts and AVID. She student taught at TJ and now has a student teacher under her that was in the first English class she taught.

Side note: Please be informed about Initiative 4206, Simple Majority Ballot. This will allow levies to pass with 50% +1. Others at the meeting gave times for education forums for where several of these items will be discussed.

Jurea Rubit, Assistant VP, has discipline for students’ last names of P-Z. She has a military background (specializing in technology). She is in charge of Attendance (getting your kids to school), DECA, Emergency Drills, and Technology—working with Bruce Case to get the computer systems at TJ working/upgraded. Dr. Marshall mentioned that in the past getting students out of the building has been good. However, a few students have taken this opportunity to make a “7-11 run.” Ms. Rubit has introduced the red and green cards. Green means that all of the students are accounted for. The first drill will be happening soon.

Lainey Mathews, Activities Director, is responsible for the Leadership team, still teaches Chemistry, Senior Class Advisor, ASB (student run), and assists Wayne Brown. She is also responsible for assemblies—yes all 2,011 fit in the gym. There will be two upcoming assemblies: 1) Senior Class before prom stressing no alcohol, being safe, etc.; 2) Officer Tucker will host one before the holidays. Questions/comments for assemblies should be directed to Ms. Mathews. She has had students write “thank you” banners/cards for the recent large and small donations (Pitman for weight room and Oas for the Little Theater—please sign cards after the meeting).

Miscellaneous Comments/Announcements:

· PSAT testing for juniors will be October 17 and will cost $15. Contact Wayne Brown if you have any questions.

· A question was asked about Open House. Dr. Marshall said that he believes it will be October 30 and 31, but will be in the form of student led conferences. There will be another opportunity to meet with teachers and staff in January/February (evening event).

· Val Brunner, Mary Sue Robey, and Wendy Murray are on the Site Leadership Team. They meet monthly with Dr. Marshall (6:45 am) to discuss parents’ concerns/ideas. Should you have an opinion/idea on how you would like something done, contact them. They invited anyone interested to join them as they’re all senior parents.

· Education Forum (related to upcoming initiatives) will be held

· October 11, 6:30 pm, Decatur

· October 24, 7:00 pm, Lakota (child care will be provided)

· Senior Graduation Committee: Mary Sue asked for those interested in helping to see her after the meeting.
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Miscellaneous Comments/Announcements (Continued):

· Val Brunner asked if any arrangements have been made for guest speakers (these are usually scheduled to follow the RPM meetings). Some suggestions are to invite those that have donated money to come (October meeting will be Mr. Pitman) and the 13-year plan. Another suggestion was to have those in attendance take a tour of the newly updated weight room.

· Julie Allmaras, Karen Nugent, and Rhonda Sample have all agreed to help with Staff Appreciation.

Mike Radford concluded the meeting by reminding those in attendance that one of his goals is to create a sense of community. He considers RPM as the vehicle for bringing the teachers, staff, parents, and students together. Congratulations for having the most attended RPM meeting in a long time. There are 66 here tonight!

Meeting adjourned at 7:55 pm.

The next general meeting will be Monday, October 29th, 6:30 pm, Little Theater. All requests for funds need to be submitted in writing prior to the next Board meeting which will be held on Monday, October 22nd. The agenda for the meeting will be posted on the website by Friday, October 26th.
