DRAFT -- RPM Minutes for Monday, 6/10/09
Mike Radford called the meeting to order at 6:35 pm. There were 11 members in attendance.
Housekeeping 5/18/09 Minutes: Suzanne Smith provided copies of the May minutes. They were reviewed and a few changes were made to make a few sentences clearer. Minutes were approved by group vote.
Treasurer’s Report: It was reported that the total funds in the RPM account is $61,360 with the RPM funds totaling $23,454. As of tonight there is $$3,300 left to spend before going under the $12,300 targeted year end balance. Treasurer’s report was approved by group vote.
TJ Campus Work Party: Target dates and projects to be completed were discussed. Mike Grady will send a wish list of projects from the administration. Typically, the point of contact would be Lainey Mathews; however, Dr. Marshall announced that she is leaving TJ for a VP position. The new person would be a great one to work with. Mike suggested that there be a “super board” meeting (including outgoing and incoming officers) to go over projects to be done and get ready for the 2009-2010 year. He’ll send out a date/time.
Principal Report: Dr. Marshall announced that TJ is ranked 878th high school in the nation by Newsweek Magazine! This is partially due to IB and AP Exams. At the accreditation visit—it was noted by the accreditation team that the kids were good students, were courteous, and they took pride in TJ. It was stated that TJ was much better than in the 80’s. The ceremony for this will be at the June 23rd Board of Education meeting. Graduation for next year might be at the Showare Center. Mark Davidson will be making a decision before a contract with Tacoma Dome is signed.

Wireless Service and Phones Fund Raising Idea: Steve Smith briefly explained how the fund raiser would work. Keith Hovda investigated and shared a few concerns (mainly about proper reporting). He suggested a formal contract is the best way to go. RPM would receive $75 per service; we would promote it; would put a link on the RPM website directly to BlueWater, etc. Mike Radford asked that we have an RPM parent and a school representative volunteer to lead this. Steve Smith volunteered to be the RPM parent and Mike Grady volunteered to be the school representative. Mike Grady moved to establish BlueWater fundraising activity if a formal agreement can be set up and approved by the RPM Board. Steve Smith seconded. MOTION CARRIED. Suggestion was also made to find a lawyer to help with the “formal agreement.”
