Treasurer’s Report: It was reported that the total funds in the RPM account is $57,772 with the RPM funds being $19,722. The Treasurer’s report was approved.
Committee Updates

Australian Exchange:  All students and teachers have been placed, great job Suzanne! There will be an orientation meeting sometime in early December for host families and Suzanne will contact everyone via e-mail.
Auction: The last couple of auction meetings have been well attended. Everything is going smoothly with the next meeting scheduled for December 8th which is the deadline for groups to join. There are currently 23 groups signed up to participate in the Auction. Advisors must be an RPM member; if not a member please contact Mike Radford or Karen Wylie to get signed up. Maryellen is still looking for someone to fill the position of putting together the catalog. Most of the people at the RPM meeting are attending the Auction meetings.

Scholarships:  There was a discussion about increasing the number of scholarships back to the prior year level of two for each category. Last year 19 students applied for the 9 scholarships.
